OMEN will be able to get legal abortions in the

new South Africa if the ANC gels ils way.
Although the final decision rests with the constitution-
al court, the decriminalisation of abortion is unequiv-
ocally supported in the final draft of the ANC's Nation-
al Health Plan for South Africa.

The document states: "Every woman must have the
right to choose whether or not to have an early termi-
nalion of pregnancy according to her own individual
bellefs.” It goes on to qualify the statement so as not be
accused of backing abortion on demand: “Equally,
health workers have the right to refuse participation in
termination of pregnancy, according lo their beliefs.”

National health co-ordinator Tim Wilson believes the
decriminalisation of abortion will result in fewer abor -
tions. An estimated 300 000 South African women
have abortions every year, and less than 1 000 of these
are performed legally. Abortion, Wilson points out, Is
almost always a fallure of contraception. And back-
sireet abortionists are unlikely to offer contraceplive
aclvice on how to avold further pregnancies.

Decisive action needed urgently for Angola

T the end of this month, the

United Nations Security
Council will again debate the
“forgotten war' in Angola, and
decide on international action.
The country has been ravaged
by the war launched by Unita
after their defeat in the elec-
tions of September 1992. Since
then possibly half a million
people have died, and three mil-
lion been displaced. Unita have
already been roundly con-
demned by the United Nations
as the instigator of the conflict.
Yet no decisive action has been
taken to compel them to abide
by previous Security Council
Resolutions and the Bicesse
Accords.

For over six months, since
November last year, United
Nations-mediated negotiations
have been dragging on in Lu-
saka. Unita, who only agreed to
take part after the imposition of
arms and fuel sanctions against
them. and the threat of more,
are seeking through the talks
the legitimation of the results of
their war. One example is their
demand for a string of Provin-
cial Governorships (including
Huambo, captured by their
army last March) tantamount

to partition of the country.
Such demands clearly run
counter to the democratic will
of the Angolan pcople, ©x-
pressed by the overwhelming
electoral victory of the MPLA.
The reputation and credibility
of the UN and the international
community have been severely
damaged by the extent to which
hundreds of thousands — a
thousand people a day — have-
been dying as a result of Unita’s
war.

Expectations raised for peace talks
after ANC win in SA election

There is widespread expectation that
with the African National Congress
clinchingitselection victory in SA, peace
talks will move to a conclusion in Lu-
saka.

Both sides to the civil war welcomed
the news of the victory, and Angola
opened an embassy in Pretoria on
Wednesday.

“The ANC's victory can only help the
peace process in our country,” senior
Angolan General Alexandre Rodrigues
‘Kito'told reporters while observingthe
SAelection. “It isbound to isolate Unita
further internationally,” zaid Kito, who
was a key negotiator in 1988 regional
peace accords.

Hisremarks were echoed by Angolan
President Jose Eduardo dos Santos as
he headed for SA for the inauguration
of President Nelson Mandela.

“We have completed the total libera-
tion of the African continent and are
entering a new era - of reconstruction
and development,” Dos Santos said.

African National Congress officials
are now planning trips to Luanda to
express their solidarity with the MPLA.

But it remains to be seen how much
they can contribute to peace talks.

Despite public optimism by UN me-
diators, sources close to the talks say
privately little progress has been made.
US vice president Al Gore has sug-
gested a new initiative on Angola dur-
ing a visit to Windhoek this week.

Last week the Unita and the MPLA

concluded negotiations in Lusaka on
holding a second round of presidential
elections after agreeing on six modalities
which will govern the poll.

This has paved the way for talks on
the more crucial issue of national rec-
onciliation suspended a month ago af-
ter the warring parties failed to com-
promise on a number of points includ-
ing that of power sharing.

No date has been set for the election,
but according to a UN document, the
poll will be held only after all the pre-
requisites for peace and security have
been met and guaranteed.

“The UN shall certify by a formal
declaration, the fulfilment of all the
indispensable requirements and condi-
tions for the holding of the election,” the
document said.

To ensure the smooth conduct of the
election, the UN shall be adapted to its
mission of support, verification and
monitoring.

Organs involved in the organisation
of the election, shall do so with the UN
and the voter registration shall take
place within the “appropriate sched-
ule,” so will be all civic education on
campaign and voter casting.

Meanwhile the battle for ground has
intensified. The Angolan government
has recaptured the northwestern pro-
vincial capital of N'dalatando.

N’'dalatando was one of the first pro-
vincial capitals to be captured from the
MPLA by the rebels.
