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JOHANNESBURG (AP) — The
South African President, FW de
Klerk, yesterday announced an in-
vestigation into allegations of im-
proper police conduct during re-
cent fighting in the black
townships around Johannesburg.
The death toll from the violence,
which has claimed 530 lives since
12 August, climbed again yester-
day when police found the bodies
of 21 blacks killed in random at-
tacks in Tembisa and Tokoza
townships,

Mr de Klerk’s statement came a
day after a judicial inquiry sharply
criticised police for firing without
reason on demonstrators last
March, killing five blacks and
wounding 156.

Meanwhile, the African Na-
tional Congress leader, Nelson
Mandela, returned to South Af-
rica yesterday, several hours ear-
lier than expected, after a
weeklong tour of Norway, Algiers,
Libya and Zambia,

The latest battles between ANC
supporters and those of rival
Chief Mangosuthy Buthelezi’s
Inkatha movement marked the re-
turn of heavy fighting after a week
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of relative peace. Men armed with
guns and other weapons drove
around the townships late on Sat-
urday night in a van, firing at pe-
destrians and getting out to attack
them, said a police spokesman,
Captain Eugene Opperman.

ANC leaders,
speaking at a mass funeral yester-
day, again accused police of fuel-
ing the fighting and siding with
Inkatha. About 4,000 people at-
tended the service at a soccer sta-
dium for 19 blacks killed in
Kagiso, west of Johannesburg, Al-
fred Nzo, the ANC’s secretary-
general, said the victims “died at
the hands of the agents of the
apartheid regime”,

Angolan oil officials
said.

In Washington an
official told
SouthScan that the
State Department
had not yet been ap-
proached by the ad-
ministration on the
issue of increased oil
production from An-
gola.

However, Vene-
zuela, producing 1.2m
b/d, has already an-
nounced a new oil
strategy for the

Analysts are expect-
ing that more explora-
tion money will also
now flow to Africa,
where at the moment
only Nigeria hasimme-
diate spare capacity.

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Famine returns in south
Angola after brief respite

Famine is returning to parts of southern
Angola after a brief respite during June
and July when a small harvest provided a
few weeks’ food.

But while people are going hungry, ware-
houses are also reported to be filling up
with food due to distribution problems in
the war-torn southern provinces.

Most of the food aid into the area is
coming through the sea ports, including
Namibe, and much is gatheringatdepotsin
major towns in the region awaiting
distribution, writes a correspondent.

Several food convoys have taken a road
route from Zimbabwe through Namibia
since independence in March, but this is
now reported blocked when a bridge at
?alngongo finally collapsed at the end of

uly.

It had been extensively damaged during
years of occupation by South African troops
who completely destroyed many towns.

According to latest reports, CARE-Aus-
tralia is tackling urgent repairs on the
bridge, which may be passable by early
September.

Anew convoy, set to contain 1,000 tonnes
of sorghum and millet seeds as well as 400
tonnes of relief food including maize, beans
and vegetable oil is getting ready to make
thejourney when theroute is opened again.
Itis backed by Christian Aid and European
agencies.

Some 800 people have died because of
hunger in Huila since summer 1989.

In the border Cunene province many
cattle died and thousands of drought refu-
gees fled into Namibia earlier this year.,

There has now been a small harvest, but
only enough for a few weeks’ food.

Nutrition surveys in the Jamba region of
Huila province show that both children and
adults are now badly undernourished.

Earlier this year there was only a limited
response to a United Nations emergency
appeal for Angola.

Now all the food that was pledged seems
to be arriving at once.

According to the Eduardo Mondlane
Foundation in the Netherlands there will
be very severe food shortages in a few
months’ time if more convoys are not ar-
ranged, as no harvest can be expected until
summer 1991.

Angolan liberation fighter dies

AP in Lisbon

ARIO Pinto de Andrade,
the first president of the
Popular Movement for the Lib-
eration of Angola, died in Lon-
don yesterday as delegates from
the Angolan government and
opposition rebels arrived in Lis-
bon for talks to end the 15-yvear
civil war, He was 62 and had
been ill for some time.

Mr Pinto de Andrade became
president of the MPLA in 1960,
when the Marxist group was
poised to launch its guerrilla
war against Portuguese rule.
| He split with the MPLA in
1974, months before the move-
ment came to power after Ango-
la’s independence. Since 1975,
he lived mainly in Guinea-Bis-
sau, where he worked for the
newly independent govern-
ment.
